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Dying Link
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In this paper, we propose a new information visualization system called the Dying Link[
that can help users intuitively tell the freshness of linked information in a web page. Many
real-world objects change their appearances through ages, and we can see how old they are
simply by glancing at them. We applied the metaphor that “old object become worn in the
real-world” to a web page and developed Dying Link system that adds aging visualization
to links in the page according to how old the linked pages are. Using our system, users can
easily tell how fresh the linked pages are, only by glancing at the appearances of the links in
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a web page for efficient web browsing.
